e Standard lengths for each side are from 1.7m to 25.1m in 0.6m increments, over outside of conveyor.
¢ Drive an idler ends are 0.55m long and straight sections are 2.4m, 1.2m and 0.6m long.

e Support frame, footrest, cladding are optional.

e Customer counters are supplied in Corian, wood, glass, plastic laminate etc.
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
